Initial Claims

Statewide initial claims decreased 4.3% (87 claims) from September 2015 to
September 2016. This was the first over-the-year decrease in initial claims since
December 2014. The largest decrease was seen in mining (-64.2%, or -226 claims).
Other over-the-year decreases in initial claims were seen in manufacturing, wholesale
trade, transportation, financial activities, professional & business services, and state
government.

Industries that experienced over-the-year increases in initial claims included
construction (24.7%, or 94 claims), retail trade (33.0%, or 37 claims), and local
government (69.8%, or 37 claims).

Continued Claims

Over the year, the number of unique claimants with continued claims increased
34.5% (1,386 individuals) in September 2016. Total continued weeks claimed increased
by 16.5%, or 2,667 weeks claimed. All industries experienced an over-the-year
increase in continued weeks claimed except manufacturing, transportation, and state
government. The largest increase was in construction, with 737 weeks claimed, or a
30.6% increase.
